One day in Hawaii, people saw a couple — a man and a woman — who
was surfing. It was not very unusual: people surfed in Hawaii all the time, but
the couple was not from Hawaii, they were from the United Kingdom, where
surfing was not very popular.

Moreover, the woman was Agatha Christie, one of the
bestselling authors of all time. So, now you can see it was
pretty unusual: British authors are commonly not very inter-
ested in surfing. But Agatha was, because she loved adven-
ture, travelling and interesting places, even when she was a
little girl.

She was born in the United Kingdom and lived with her family: her moth-
er, father, sister, brother and a nanny, or as she called her, Nursie. They had
a wonderful house and a lot of places to walk around: little Agatha and Nur-
sie went for long walks, and Agatha told her Nursie different stories. One day,
Nursie was reading Agatha a book, and she started asking questions about the
letters on the pages. That way she learned how to read, and after that, Agatha
asked for new books all of the time.

The first story she made up was about a family of kittens: Clover, Blackie and
three more kittens who lived with their mother — a cat named Mrs. Benson —
and their father, a cat named Captain Benson who went away and left his family
alone. So, Agatha decided to help the kittens with her stories and didn’t even
play with her toys, because she had her funny stories and her imaginary kittens
to play with.
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Like many other children, Agatha dreamed about pets; so,
her parents gave her a bird and a little dog. When she saw the
dog for the first time, she was so excited that she couldn’t speak
for a while.

When she grew up, she decided to become a singer; but
one day her sister dared her to write a real book: everyone
knew that Agatha was good at making up stories, so her sister
thought, why not write a real book? And Agatha did.

The first book she wrote was called The Mysterious Affair
at Styles; and I hope one day, when you grow up, you will read
it and watch a movie based on it. It is a very good crime sto-
ry where we meet Hercule Poirot for the first time. Monsieur
Poirot was the detective from Agatha’s crime stories. He was
from Belgium and always solved crimes, finding the criminal
with the help of his “little grey cells” — his brain.

Agatha wrote more than 80 books, and she is still a best-
selling author — it means that all the people in the world know
and read her books.

Of course, she did not have a computer, because it was not yet invented, so
she used a typewriter to write her stories — have you ever seen a typewriter?
It is a lot of fun to type your stories and thoughts!

As you already know, Agatha liked travelling and when she married an
archaeologist who travelled a lot, they went on a lot of adventures. They visited
Egypt, Syria, Iran and many other countries, and Agatha made up her stories
about these countries, too.

She really loved writing, so she wrote a lot of letters from these travels to
her mother, sister, and friends. Then her grandson made a whole book of the
letters about her adventures. And she also wrote a whole book about her life
called An Autobiography; it is really interesting because it tells us the story of
her life, her childhood, her books and travels.
