A. The Moscow Kremlin is the symbol of Russian statehood as well as a rich treasury
of historical relics and cultural monuments. The name comes from the Slavic settlement
which appeared there at the turn of the 11th-12th centuries. The first written record
of Moscow dates back to 1147, the reign of Great Prince Yury, Vladimir Monomakh’s
son. For his unification policy he was called ‘Dolgoruky’ (long-armed), i.e. the one who
reached out for other lands.

B. Under Prince Dmitry Donskoy in 1367-1368, the white-stone walls and towers of
the Kremlin were erected and Moscow began to be called ‘the white-stone’. In 1485-1495,
the Kremlin was totally rebuilt. It was then that the first brick buildings appeared there
and it largely acquired its present appearance and dimensions. Its architectural and
artistic ensemble was erected with the participation of the leading Russian and foreign
masters.
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C. The Kremlin was a fortress city within the city, as well as the concentration of
state and spiritual power. Since time immemorial the Moscow Kremlin had been the
residence of the Russian tsars and heads of the Russian Orthodox Church. When
St. Petersburg was made the state capital, the Kremlin kept its significance and accord-
ing to tradition, Russian tsars were still coronated in Moscow. In 1917 the Soviet govern-
ment transferred the capital back to Moscow.

D. Although still used for coronation ceremonies, the Kremlin was neglected for some
time until 1773, when Catherine the Great engaged Vasili Bazhenov to build her new res-
idence there. After the preparations were over, construction was delayed due to lack of
funds. Several years later the architect Matvey Kazakov supervised the reconstruction
of some sections of the wall and built the Offices of the Senate. During the Imperial peri-
od, from the early 18th and until the late 19th century, the Kremlin walls were tradition-
ally painted white, in accordance with fashion.

E. After 1851 the Kremlin changed little until the Russian Revolution of 1917. The
Soviet government moved from Petrograd (present-day Saint Petersburg) to Moscow on
12 March 1918. Vladimir Lenin selected the Kremlin Senate as his residence. Joseph
Stalin also had his personal rooms in the Kremlin. He was eager to remove all the “relics
of the tsarist regime” from his headquarters. Golden eagles on the towers were replaced
by shining Kremlin stars.

F. Since 1991, the Kremlin has been the residence of the President of the Russian
Federation. Church services have been resumed in the old cathedrals and the Kremlin
bells which had been silent for over 70 years have come to life. On December 1990, the
architectural ensemble of the Kremlin and Red Square were included into the UNESCO
List of World Heritage as outstanding monuments of the art of building of universal
importance.

John Ronald Reuel Tolkien (1892 — 1973) was an English writer and philologist. He was
the author of the high fantasy works The Hobbit and The Lord of the Rings which made his
name well-known all over the world. He was Professor of English Language and Literature
at the University of Oxford. Tolkien was a close friend of C. S. Lewis, the author of anoth-
er well-known fantasy book, The Chronicles of Narnia. In 1972 Tolkien was appointed a
Commander of the Order of the British Empire by Queen Elizabeth II.

While many other authors had published works of fantasy before Tolkien, the great suc-
cess of The Hobbit and The Lord of the Rings was so great that he was popularly identified
as the “father” of modern fantasy literature — or, more precisely, of high fantasy.

John Ronald Reuel Tolkien was born on 3 January 1892 in Bloemfontein, South Africa,
where his father Arthur Reuel Tolkien was the head of the Bloemfontein office of the
British bank. Tolkien had one sibling, his younger brother, Hilary Arthur Reuel Tolkien,
who was born on 17 February 1894.

When he was three, he went to England with his mother and brother on what was
intended to be a lengthy family visit. His father, however, died in South Africa of rheu-
matic fever before he could join them. This left the family without an income, so Tolkien’s
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mother took him to live with her parents. She taught her two children at home. Ronald, as
he was known in the family, was a keen pupil and as a result he could read by the age of
four and could write fluently soon afterwards. Besides. his mother taught him the rudi-
ments of Latin very early.

In 1904, when J. R. R. Tolkien was 12, his mother died of diabetes, having assigned the
guardianship of her sons to her close friend, Father Francis Xavier Morgan. Ronald got his
further education at school and later at college at Exeter College, Oxford.

At the age of 16, Tolkien met Edith Mary Bratt, who was three years his senior. They
were formally engaged at Birmingham in January 1913, and married on 22 March 1916.
The Tolkiens had four children: three sons and one daughter. Tolkien was very devoted
to his children and sent them illustrated letters from Father Christmas when they were
young.

In 1916 Ronald was called to military service and took part in the First World War. In
1920, Tolkien was demobilized and left the army, retaining his rank of lieutenant. His first
civilian job was at the Oxford English Dictionary, where he worked mainly on the history
and etymology of words of Germanic origin beginning with the letter W. In 1945, Tolkien
moved to Oxford, becoming the Professor of English Language and Literature.

During his life in retirement, from 1959 up to his death in 1973, Tolkien received
steadily increasing public attention and literary fame. In 1961, his friend C. S. Lewis even
nominated him for the Nobel Prize in Literature. The sales of his books were so profitable
that he regretted that he had not chosen early retirement.

Edith died on 29 November 1971, at the age of 82. When Tolkien died 21 months later
on 2 September 1973 at the age of 81, he was buried in the same grave.

A. The Golden Ring of Russia unites old Russian cities of five regions — usually exclud-
ing Moscow — as a well-known tourist route. The idea of the route and the term was created
in 1967 by Soviet historian and essayist Yuri Bychkov, who published in Sovetskaya Kultura
in November—December 1967 a series of essays on the cities under the heading: “Golden
Ring”. The Golden Ring of Russia includes: Vladimir — Suzdal — Ivanovo — Kostroma —
Yaroslavl-Rostov the Great — Pereslavl-Zalessky — Sergiev Posad

B. These ancient towns preserve the memory of key events in medieval and Imperial
Russian history. The towns have been called “open-air museums” and feature unique monu-
ments of Russian architecture of the 12th—18th centuries, including kremlins, monasteries,
cathedrals, and churches. These towns are among the most picturesque in Russia and prom-
inently feature Russia’s onion domes of the churches.

C. For years, tourists and locals debated about which cities were “officially” part of the
Golden Ring. Sergiyev Posad is the only city in the Moscow Region to be included in the

Golden Ring. It is closely linked with the UNESCO-protected Troitse-Sergieva Lavra which
was founded in the 14th century by St. Sergius of Radonezh. The Lavra is now one of the
most important religious sites in Russian and St. Sergius is one of the most revered Russian
saints.

D. Rostov Velikiy is among the oldest of cities in Russia, having first been mentioned
in chronicles in 862. Its most impressive sight is the white-stone kremlin which stands on
Lake Nero and is now a museum-reserve. Yaroslavl is considered the unofficial capital of the
Golden Ring. It is believed to have been founded in 1010 by Prince Yaroslav the Wise, after
whom it is named. It is just a 3-hour express train ride from Moscow.

E. Kostroma is believed to have been founded by Grand Prince Yury Dolgoruky in the
12th century. It is the Golden Ring city furthest from Moscow and can be reached by a night
train from the capital. Ivanovo is both the youngest and most industrialised of all Golden
Ring cities. It is forever connected with its once-booming textile trade which led to the city
being known as Bride City and Russian Manchester.

F. Suzdal and Vladimir must be the most famous as well as the most visited cities of the
Golden Ring. They are often referred to as open-air museums for the number of old build-
ings. Several sights are protected by UNESCO. Naturally they were the first ones which saw
building of new types of infrastructures such as hotels, theme parks, museums and malls
that encouraged economic growth and promoted the popularity of the Golden Ring as a tour-
ist route.

Koalas are characters of the Dreamtime stories and mythology of local Australians.
They believed that koalas helped row the boat that brought them to the continent.
Concerning the first settlers, they took koalas for bears and called them the koala
bears.

Koalas are marsupial mammals, which means that their young are born immature.
Their babies grow and develop in the pouch for about 6 months. Once they are strong
enough, they will ride around on their mother’s back for another 6 months, using the
pouch to feed. Koalas can grow to between 60 and 85 centimetres in length. They can
weigh about 14 kilograms.

Koalas are found in the eucalyptus forests of eastern Australia. They have grey fur
with a cream-coloured chest and strong, clawed feet, which makes them perfect for living
in trees. Wild koalas can live between 12 and 14 years. Captive koalas can live between
16 and 20 years, due to better living conditions.

Koalas can eat up to 1 kilogram, or 2.2 pounds, of eucalyptus leaves a day. They are
fussy eaters as they select the most nutritious and tastiest leaves from trees to eat. They
almost never need to drink water as they get all of their water from the leaves that they
eat. When the food is scarce, they will drink water from streams and lakes.

They are nocturnal, which means that they are mostly active during the night. During
the day, koalas sleep high up in trees. Koalas sleep between 18 and 20 hours per day.
Koalas are sound sleepers.
