AMELIA EARHART

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As a little girl, Amelia used to play a lot of games with her younger sister
Muriel.

They went on all sorts of adventures to gather frogs and insects and played
football and baseball. After learning how to handle a rifle, Amelia killed rats
in her father’s barn.

Amelia and her father went to the California air show on 28 December
1920. That day, Amelia took her first flight in a plane. After the plane had taken
off, she said, “I knew I had to fly.”

With her hard work and some financial help from her mother, Amelia was
able to pay for her flying lessons. She eventually bought a plane of her own.
She called the aeroplane the Canary because it was brilliant yellow. In addition,
she got her pilot’s licence and achieved a record among female pilots for flying
at an altitude of 14,000 feet.

Amelia received an invitation to participate in a historic transatlantic trip
in 1928. Amelia flew on board the aircraft named Friendship across the Atlantic
Ocean with pilot Wilmer Stultz and co-pilot Louis Gordon. The flight’s naviga-
tor was Amelia as a passenger and a log keeper. The plane arrived in Wales on
18 June 1928, following a 21-hour flight. She was the first female pilot to cross
the Atlantic. Even though she was just “a bag of potatoes” (as she called herself)
and not a pilot, she still didn’t want to miss the opportunity.

Back in the United States, Amelia Earhart was welcomed as a hero.

Amelia wanted to travel across the Atlantic once more, but this time she
wanted to take control of the aircraft and complete the journey alone. She de-
parted from Harbour Grace, Newfoundland, on 20 May 1932, flying a brilliant
red Lockheed Vega single-engine aircraft and landed in Londonderry, Northern
Ireland.

Amelia made history by becoming the second person to fly across the At-
lantic Ocean solo.

Amelia kept on flying and broke many records. She also wrote and spoke
about women’s rights and aviation.

Even though she was the most well-known female pilot in the world, Ame-
lia Earhart still wanted to be the first female aviator to complete a round-the-
world flight. Amelia and navigator Fred Noonan took off from Miami, Florida,
on 1 June 1937. After flying over Africa and Asia, they eventually reached New
Guinea in the South Pacific. Unfortunately, they vanished from sight after tak-
ing off from New Guinea on the 2nd July and were never seen again.
