She is lying on a table holding a long pipe, smoking opium. On the wall
behind her, there are digits, formulas, schemes, and diagrams. She is creating
a computer. It's 1830s, and people have absolutely no idea what she is speaking
about. The word computer doesn’t even exist.

She is Ada Lovelace, and she was born ahead of her time.

I am sitting in the Mayakovsky theatre watching “Innovators”: a play by
Nikita Kobelev. It is about people who created the digital revolution. Nowadays,
it is obvious that Ada was somebody who could imagine the revolution, could
understand it, and write about it, but could not see it because there were no
gadgets, devices, or technologies able to bring her ideas to life.

When I listen to her story at the theatre, I mostly feel angry. I would even
say “furious.” I feel angry about all the opportunities she lost just because she
was a woman. I even cry for a while (ok, I cry for most of the play). Why did
she have to stop her studies to get married? Why did she have to give birth
non-stop when she was capable of working on her maths and a computer
that other people, men included, could not even fathom? What could have
happened to her and to our world if she had developed her theories and put
them to work? What a waste of a brilliant scientist!

And why?

Because she had a different set of organs!

“I don’t wish to be without my brains, tho’ they doubtless interfere with a blind
faith which would be very comfortable.”

Ada was born in a pretty dysfunctional family which we might describe
now as toxic or abusive.

Ada was Lord Byron’s daughter, and it is usually one of the few facts
people know about her. Let’s learn something else. Ada’s mother, Anne
Isabella Milbanke, was a gifted mathematician, “Princess of Parallelograms.”
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The relationship between Ada’s parents ended very soon after her birth
when she was only 5 weeks old. The law at the time granted custody of the
children to the fathers, but when Anne Isabella left with little Ada, Lord Byron
did not follow and signed the documents for the official divorce.

Ada’s mother was furious with her husband, and she didn’t even show
Ada his picture until the girl was 20 years old. So, Anne Isabella was the
only significant parental figure in little Ada’s life, and she was determined to
educate her daughter.

They were not close. Ada spent a lot of time with her grandmother and
was often sick. Lying in bed or dragging herself around the house, she got so
bored that she decided she had to fly. Ada was 8 years old when she became
obsessed with the idea of flying. She worked on schemes and projects of wings
and flying objects that people could use to fly. Ada was like a little engineer
coming up with ideas and even wrote a book about flying, called Flyology.
It contained her own illustrations.

When she became a young woman, Ada started attending different events,
dancing, and meeting people. She was charming, and people noted her
brilliant mind. One of the people she met at the Court was Charles Babbage,
who was working on a machine that could count faster than a person. It was
1833, and her work with Babbage was far in the future.

She had to marry, and she did. Ada had to give birth to children, and she
did. There was no other choice for a woman of means at the time. Ada was
not into parenting. She did not enjoy being a mother, and it seems like she
was not thrilled about her husband either.

After giving birth to her three children, Ada had what might be called
today “post-partum depression” and stayed in bed for months. As her mental
health improved, she started to catch up on what she missed out on while she
was unwell. Surprisingly, she managed to juggle studying, attending parties,
writing letters to scientists, and gambling.

Moreover, it was not that common for women to keep studying after
becoming a mother. But Ada did. In the 1840s, she was still mastering
mathematics, and her teachers were impressed, noting that she was “an
original mathematical investigator, perhaps of first-rate eminence.”

But again, what could a woman in the 19th century do with mathematical
skills?
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Ada found a way — she kept in touch with Charles Babbage, whose
machine had impressed her so much 10 years before. He was charmed by her
and respected her mind and skills, calling her the “Enchantress of Numbers.”

Unfortunately, people did not understand Babbage’s machine. They could
not see any use for it. Even the Government showed very little interest. It was
considered to be a party trick rather than a technology that would change the
world.

But Ada understood everything. One of her friends said, “Miss Byron,
young as she was, understood its working, and saw the great beauty of the
invention.”

Ada worked hard on trying to persuade people that Babbage’s machines
had a future, and she added a lot of her own ideas. For example, she translated
an article about the machine, but her own notes were three times longer than
the article itself. The notes were so significant that Babbage even asked her
why she had not written her own article instead of translating his. But women
did not write scientific papers at the time... These notes made her “an iconic
figure in the history of computing.”

Ada also came up with the idea that the machine might be more general-
purpose, not just an advanced calculator. She understood that mathematics
and symbols were a language you could use to “speak” to the machines. She
was like Grace Hopper, whom you'll meet in one of the next chapters. Ada
thought about expressing words, music, and pictures in symbols, so basically
she invented a computer in the 19th century.

Could she have done more to bring her ideas to life if she was not a
woman? We will never know. What we can do now is just lean in and teach
little girls to lean in, whether it is mathematics, interior design, or medicine
they are interested in.
