When I was at school, I discovered the world of Agatha Christie novels in
our school library. There were few books, but Poirot and Miss Marple were
there. I've been an avid crime stories reader since then — now I can’t imagine

a year without 5-8 detective stories.

But after I read all of her books and got to know all of her characters, I was
pretty sad. I missed her style, her language, the cozy British towns and villages.

Fortunately, I discovered that Agatha Christie also wrote an autobiography,
which is sometimes referred to as “the best thing she has ever written”.

I read it, and listened to it and it turned out to be wonderful!

So, if you have already read all the crime books by Agatha Christie, I highly

recommend her autobiography.
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Agatha Christie, in full Dame Agatha Mary Clarissa Christie, née [o6paTuTe
BHUMaHUe Ha 3TO CJIOBO, MBI €T0 ellle He pa3 yBuguM — B feBudectBe] Miller,
was a mystery writer and one of the world’s top-selling authors who wrote
books like Murder on the Orient Express and The Mysterious affair at Styles.

She sold billions of copies of her work and was a romance author as well
as a noted playwright.

The youngest of three siblings, she was educated at home by her mother
and different teachers. Her mother encouraged her daughter to write and
learn languages (you will certainly find her experience of learning languages
very similar to your experience with English; just read how Agatha described
her French lessons), but she did not want her daughter to learn to read until
8 years old.

As a child, Christie was very creative and artistic; she enjoyed creating
characters and fantasy play a great deal. You can even find photographs of
her online wearing costumes to act in a play she had prepared with friends —
Google it! Then, at the age of 16 she moved to Paris to study. After her not so
successful childhood experience with French teachers, she was lucky to meet
a wonderful French lady who taught her French. In Paris she studied opera
singing and piano. She herself was very skeptical about her singing or musical
talent and soon dropped the idea of becoming a professional opera singer.

In 1914, she married Colonel Archibald Christie, a Royal Flying Corps pilot,
and took up nursing during World War I. Christie actually took an active part
in both World Wars; during World War II she worked as a pharmacist helping
British people keep healthy during those difficult times. During this time, she
learned a lot about poison — that’s why her characters rarely carried a gun;
her two most famous detectives, Miss Marple and Hercule Poirot, were actually
rather pacifist and you will not find much blood in these stories.

Her first novel was written on a dare. When she was a young woman,
Christie wrote short stories but then her sister Madge dared her to write
a novel. This resulted in The Mysterious Affair at Styles. The novel, where we
first meet Hercule Poirot, was rejected by six publishers before being printed
in 1920 (Remember J. K. Rowling’s story of rejections from publishers? Seems
very alike, doesn’t it? We’ll read about Rowling in one of the next chapters).

In 1926, Christie published The Murder of Roger Ackroyd, which was
one of her own favourite novels. The same year her life changed forever not
only because of her writing success, but also because of family problems —
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her mother died and her husband revealed that he was in a relationship with
another woman and demanded a divorce.

Traumatized and shocked, Christie disappeared only to be discovered by
police several days later in a Harrogate hotel, where she was registered under
the name of the woman her husband wished to marry. What a mystery!

To this day, nobody knows what happened, but my favourite suggestion is
what we see in an episode of the DOCTOR WHO TV series The Unicorn and the
Wasp, just watch it and form your own opinion!

Can you imagine Agatha Christie on a surfboard? She was, in fact, a big
fan of surfing. With her first husband, Archie, Christie went on a voyage in
1922 where they used every opportunity to catch the waves, and you can also
search for some pictures of Agatha with her surfboard — they are fascinating!
Some historians believe that the couple were the first British people to learn
how to ride waves standing up.

In 1930, Christie married Sir Max Mallowan, an archaeologist, and they
started travelling to Egypt, Syria, Iraq, and both of them really enjoyed travelling
in each other’s company.

Although Agatha Christie herself died in 1976, her legacy continues as
Sophie Hannah has an official permission from the Christie family to continue
the stories about Poirot’s investigations, just search for “Sophie Hannah Poirot”
and have fun!
