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Billie Jean King is a former professional tennis player. She was born in
California and started playing tennis when she was very young. She became
No. 1 female tennis player in the world in 1966.

Being an outstanding athlete, Billie Jean put in a lot of effort to succeed.
She is also known for her fight for women’s rights. One of her most famous
matches happened in 1973, when she played against Bobby Riggs. That match
is known as the Battle of the Sexes, and there is even a movie about it with
Emma Stone and Steve Carell. Bobby Riggs challenged Billie Jean and said that
women could not play tennis as well as men. She won, and since then she has
been known as an advocate of equal rights.

Billie Jean was one of the founders of the Women’s Tennis Association
(WTA) in 1971, which was the first women’s professional sports organization.
One of the issues in tennis was that men typically made more money than
women. WTA fought against it and was successful. Top female tennis players
now make the same amount of money as top male players.

Throughout her career, Billie Jean won 39 Grand Slam championships. She
won 20 Wimbledon championships in the doubles, mixed doubles, and singles
categories. She was a 13-time US Open champion. She became a member of
the International Tennis Hall of Fame in 1987.

After she had retired from professional tennis, Billie Jean kept advocating
for women’s equality. In 1974, she founded the Women’s Sports Foundation.
This group supports women and girls in sports. In 2009, President Obama
gave Billie Jean the Presidential Medal of Freedom — the highest civilian
honour in the USA.
