We are in a crisis, not only in Russia, but
on a global scale. But the crisis is unusu-
al, unparalleled in world history. The
generations living today have passed
a turning point in the history of man-
kind — it has survived. Most of the
world’s population actually does not
need daily maintenance of their homeo-

stasis — biological, psycho-physiologi-
cal, social. Several billion people may not
work at all in the near future. And at the
same time they will not freeze, they will
not die of thirst and hunger.

This fact becomes the basis for new
challenges and a huge number of tasks.
Why and how to live, what to spend your
free time on, what is the deep meaning
of life? Hence, the idea for creating this
book was born — to see in which coor-
dinate system we currently live, what
trends and vectors of development
we are observing, and, most important-
ly, what rules we will live by tomorrow,
and how this life will be evaluated.

It is even more important today to un-
derstand and comprehend the new real-
ity through the prism of measurements.
The essence of the aggravation of almost
all global problems is a crisis of ideas.
Objectively, the reason is clear. Human-
ity “unexpectedly” found itself in a new
reality. This is not only a Russian issue,
the crisis of ideas gives rise to a crisis
of global institutions and, in general, the
concept of global leadership.

Today, the market for intellectual ser-
vices, the core of the economy, is actu-
ally the engine of progress and global
competition. And various indices, rat-
ings, rankings seem to be universal
indicators of development or degrada-
tion.

However, the analysis of the indices
existing in the world showed that Rus-
sia still remains outside these trends
in matters of development and progress
of measuring instruments. Those sys-
tems of coordinates, those values that
are now laid down in measuring systems,
have been tightly controlled by Western
agencies.
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This work is a continuation of already
four editions of the book “The World
of Indices”. The chapters devoted to lo-
cal and purely Russian regular measure-
ments became significant additions. This
gave grounds to expand the name and
have the opportunity for further moni-
toring of this topic.

The world has never known such a rate
of change in its history. But no matter
how fast the world changes, it is still
important for us to understand, define
and measure, on the one hand, such
fundamental concepts as well-being,
happiness, and success. On the oth-
er hand, we can’t get away from the
consumer society. This is not only
about a political or economic idea, but

in general about the idea of the mean-
ing of life, which is more relevant today
than ever. For thousands of years, the
meaning of human development has
been survival. Survived. What’s next?
Therefore, not only worldview and val-
ue indices are needed, but also indica-
tors related to macro- and microeco-
nomics, our purchasing and consumer
behavior.

We suggest, together with the pages
of this book, to reflect, calculate, try
to find a new meaning of life, or at least
take a step towards understanding it.

Perhaps this work will help new leaders
find new ideas based on systemic indi-
cators of all aspects of human activity.
